Due in the shops next Winter.

Modelled for the smaller size, this year’s FLEISCHMANN N gauge
<<piccolo>> boutique offers a unique reflection on the modern look with
multi-voltage electric freight locos from the BLS Cargo and Crossrail based
on the transalpine routes in Switzerland.
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The colour theme for this year has been brought completely up to date with
added goods wagons as accessories to the main creations. Behind the
scenes, the FLEISCHMANN make-up artists have been busy applying the
final finish to the vast array of goods wagons for this season’s collection.

accompanying white lining.

Available as an exclusive set with her accompanying rake of short
wheelbase coaches in matching green Bavarian outfits.

Still designed for the smaller N gauge, first seen in the original wine-red
finish, strong and sturdy, this ubiquitous all-rounder shows her paces
for 2008 in the unusual black uniform of the loco works at Cottbus.
