Following the sale of Fleischmann, 
early in 2008, October saw the  
removal of the admin headquarters,  
lock, stock and barrel from Nürnberg  
City to the main production plant in    START 2009 ! 
Heilsbronn, some 30 miles outside

This naturally resulted in a short dispruption to normal services on the run up to 
the busy Christmas season, but everyone is now settled into their new offices 
and things are ‘more or less’ back to normal.

It’s worth mentioning again, for friends of the 
Deutsche Bundesbahn in Epoch III, here’s a 
digital Starter Set with a  
difference! 
 
 
 
 
Set number 41273, contains a class  
E 10.3 in her classic  DB blue livery along  
with three passenger coaches in both green  
(2nd) and blue (1st) liveries of the period. 
Both the loco and the coaches are fitted with digital and  
Sound functions. 
 
Each of the coaches is fitted with a decoder which can be programmed with  
its own individual address (or a common address) so that  
all of the coach doors on one side or the other  
can be opened or closed with the accompanying Sound – just before the 
last door closes the guards whistle sounds before he climbs aboard! 
 
The interior lighting of the coaches can be switched on or off too! 
One of the coaches is also fitted with tail lighting which can also be switched 
on or off too! 
 
The pantograph of the loco can also be raised or lowered accompanied 
by the appropriate Sound! 
 
The cab lighting can be switched on or of in each cab. The triple headlights on 
the front or rear of the loco can also be switched on or off. The loco sounds, 
including the squeal of brakes as it comes to a halt are a standard feature, 
which can also be switched on or off. 
The set contains the Roco geoLINE R3 oval of track, complete with the 
Roco multiMAUS digital controller.

Differentiation of the brand names of Fleischmann and Roco. 

Both brand names will be offering an expanded selection in the future. 

Each brand name will concentrate on its own home-grown, individual strengths 
and thereby develop yet a more attractive selection for the railway modeller.  

The two major components of the company of Modelleisenbahn Holding GmbH, 
Fleischmann und Roco, have decided on the direction for each of their market 
differentiation. Beginning at the start of 2009, both brand names will be 
demonstrably different in their own philosophy and ranges, but remain within one 
overall undertaking. 

 „We are strengthening both of the brand names and will be delivering to the 
railway modeller and the specialist trade an even more attractive selection as 
was possible up to now by each of the brands on its own” said Herr Reinhold Ott, 
the managing director in an announcement from Bergheim near Salzburg on 5th 
December 2008. 

The two brands, Fleischmann GmbH & Co KG as well as Roco Modelleisenbahn 
GmbH, both jointly majoratively owned by the Modelleisenbahn Holding, remain 
legally and operationally separate. From 2009 they will benefit from a joint 
undertaking marketing both collections with a greatly enhanced synergy as sister 
companies, with a leading position on the European model railway market. Herr 
Ott stressed, that each of the brands will continue to present a genuinely different 
face. 

„Because we shall be concentrating on the strengths that each brand brings to 
the market in the future, we will be able to improve the model ranges and 
increase the power of each brand.” 
 
Roco: Dynamic, Innovation, Enthusiasm.  
Right in the centre of the brand values of Roco stand the powers of vision and 
innovation. Technical solutions for drive mechanisms and motors as well as 
digitalisation are legendary. The range is already recognised for its 
Internationality and comprehensive range of accessories. The quality is reflected 
in the high level of detailing and exact, true-to-scale reproduction. These core 
values will be enhanced in the future.

This differentiation of the two brands has already been introduced into the 
planning for the new items due to be released in 2009. However, the full 
completion of the suitability of the ranges will probably take two to three years. 
Taking this in consideration though,  with immediate effect, Roco will not be 
offering any N gauge models, although will still continue with a portfolio of TT 
models. In the HO range, Roco will not be continuing with the wagon scale of 
1:100 when producing new items, rather using the scale length of 1:87 for 
passenger coaches. Fleischmann will continue production of HO passenger 
coaches at a scale of 1:93.5. 

Dealers at the Centre  

„We realise with this differentiation, just what it means to stock and sell, two 
leading brands on their own. Both now have the chance to independently fully 
develop each of their strengths and achieve new heights at the top of each of 
their market sector. The dance of too many guests at the wedding is now at an 
end“, said Herr Ott.  
 
The brand differentiation is just one part of the comprehensive strategy from 
Roco and Fleischmann, since they have come to live together under the roof of 
one owner. Although under one management, each will have its own production 
facility and operate within its own policy for each collection. The synergies should 
be enhanced by common purchasing projects and the joint operation despite two 
outside sales forces. The specialist retailer remains unchanged at the centre as 
our exclusive operations partner who will enjoy maximum support from both 
manufacturers.

No doubt the forthcoming Nürnberg Toy Fair, the largest trade fair for toys and 
models, which starts in the first week of February, will bring forth further 
clarification.  
However, this news does mean that the Fleischmann HO modellers will have to 
be selective in their purchases as it looks like H0 supplies will only be available 
as long as stock lasts. Inevitably, the HO range of models will become ever more 
valuable as collectors’ items. 
 
However, we have been informed that the “nostalgia” series of Epoch I range will 
include a selection of steam engines, together with appropriate rolling stock, to 
appear in their original liveries of the Länderbahn period of the very early 20th 
Century, when the various German states ran their own railway companies with a 
huge variety of coloured liveries and locomotive styles.  
This early period of steam age travel, before the first  
nationalisation of the individual German railway state  
systems into the Deutsche Reichsbahn Gesellschaft  
in 1920, produced a huge variety of locomotives from  
all the major manufacturers of the time –  
each vying to outdo each other with magnificent designs. 
 
For some time now, before the 2008 sale to Modelleisenbahn, Fleischmann had 
already been using the motto – “Master of the Steam Engine”, and now this 
unique talent for recreating fine models, accurately mirroring the prototype in 
miniature, will be fully utilised to create the “nostalgia” range. 
Work has already begun on the 2009 new items brochure to be released in the 
next few weeks showing exactly which H0 gauge “nostalgia” models are planned 
for production.  
 
For all you N gauge modellers of course, there will be considerably more for you 
to choose from as Fleischmann concentrates its efforts on the tinier gauge. 
Again, you will have to be patient until the 2009 new brochure makes its 
appearance, but if you like modern diesels we are assured that you won’t be 
disappointed! 
As a gentle hint of what is to be in store for you all, in this exciting phase of 
development, you might even have to get used to a few more snippets of railway 
terminology! 
For example, you are already familiar with: 
DRG = Deutsche Reichsbahn Gesellschaft = the first period of German national 
railways. 
DB = Deutsche Bundesbahn = the German Federal railway system started in 
1950. 
DR = Deutsche Reichsbahn = the parallel East German system to the DB, 
behind the Iron Curtain. 
Now your knowledge will soon include: 
MÁV  = Hungarian State Railways 
OBB = Austrian Railways 



RENFE  =  Spanish State Railways 
PKP = Polish State Railways 
SZD = Soviet State Railways 
CSD = Czechoslovakian State Railways
